DESCRIPTION OF THE ANNUAL ACTION PLAN

The FY 2026-27 AAP is a one-year plan that will implement the second year of the City’s FY 2025-
30 Consolidated Plan as required by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD). The AAP identifies activities and projects funded by the Community Development Block
Grant (CDBG) and HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) programs to achieve the
City’s five-year Consolidated Plan goals. The FY 2026-2027 AAP covers the period of July 1, 2026
through June 30, 2027.
